Temporary permanence

Besides these types of visas listed above, there are boarder visa and crew member(by sea/air) visa on
arrival. These arrival visas are issued based on the immigration officers’ judgment. Our embassy
strongly recommends all the travelers to Mozambique to obtain visas in advance. If you would like to
learn about arrival visas, please directly ask the Immigration Bureau in Mozambique for more

information.

Validity of visas

All visas issued from our embassy need to be used within 60 days from the issuing date, otherwise they
go invalid. Both single entry visa and multiple entry visa allow visa holders to stay in Mozambique for
30 consecutive days at maximum. Single entry visas (Tourist visa, Visiting family and friends visa, and
Business visa) are eligible for visa period extension, and this will allow these visa holders to remain
within Mozambique for upto 90 days. If you would like to learn about visa period extension, please

directly ask the Immigration Bureau in Mozambique.

> About newly added types of visas

Sports and cultural activity visa

People who participate sports or cultural events, competitions, camp trainings, exhibitions etc. will
apply for this type of visa. Only available in single entry visa, but available for visa period extension for
upto 90 days at the Immigration Bureau in Mozambique. There is no right of residence nor work with
this type of visa. Please submit invitation letter from the organizer of event, competition, camp training,

exhibition, etc. as additional document for the application of this type of visa.



Investment visa

If applicant or the company that applicant works for will invest in Mozambique for more than 50 million
USD, these applicants are eligible for this type of visa. Available in single and multiple entry visa, and
investment visa holders are eligible for visa period extension for upto 2 years at the Immigration
Bureau in Mozambique. If visa holders can prove that their investment project still continue after the
first visa extension for 2 years, they can have another 2 years of visa extension. If someone wishes to
switch visa type to Investment visa within Mozambique, please visit the Immigration Bureau in
Mozambique. When apply for investment visa at our embassy in Japan, please submit authorization
letter of investment for more than 50 million USD from related ministries of Mozambique as additional

requirement document.

Temporary permanence visa
This type of visa is for the family members (spouses and children) of work visa holders in Mozambique.
Available in single and multiple entry visa, and the maximum duration of stay in Mozambique with this
type of visa is for 1 year, but the visa period can be extended according to the visa period of the work visa
holder of who you accompany. This visa is for “temporary” long stay, and the visa holders of this type do
not have right of resident, since this visa is different from Residence visa. To apply for visa, required
additional documents are as follow;

--- Identification document other than passport(Ex. Driver’s license)

--- Police record (with no crime history, it must not be more than 90 days old by the time of

DIRE application in Mozambique)

--- Document to prove of having enough living expense to stay in Mozambique(Ex. Bank

statement certificate, Salary certificate of your spouse, etc.)

--- Interview with the consul

***The embassy may ask for more additional documents by case

> About the changes of requirements for existing visas

Residence visa
--- Police record (from the country of applicant’s nationality or from the country that applicant
had lived within 1 year from the date of visa application, and it must not be more than 90 days
old by the time of DIRE application in Mozambique)
--- Medical certificate (Medical examination must have been done within 90 days from visa
application day)
--- Document to prove of having enough living expense to stay in Mozambique, including
housing fee
--- Proof of income, if you do not have sponsor
--- Letter of guarantee, if you will be funded by sponsor

Visiting family and friends visa



--- Proof of capability of payment of medical expense, if the applicant will enter Mozambique for
medical treatment
--- Guarantee letter, agreeing to ensure staying expense in Mozambique and returning
ticket/cost, from family member or friends in Mozambique.

Student visa
--- Medical Certificate (Medical examination must have been done within 90 days from visa
application day)
--- Proof of receiving scholarship or proof of capability of paying tuition
--- Proof of housing address in Mozambique
--- Admission letter from educational institution
--- Written pledge to promise to return to applicant’s home country after finishing study abroad
in Mozambique
--- Recommendation letter from company/organization, if applicant is dispatched from
company/organization to study in Mozambique
---- Police record (For DIRE application, and it must not be more than 90 days old by the time of
DIRE application in Mozambique)

Work visa
--- Work contract or equivalent document to show that the applicant has project/work in
Mozambique
--- Registration certificate of company/activity authorization of company from Industry Bureau,
Work authorization from the Bureau of Work, when applicant work for corporation
--- Activity authorization from the Ministry of Justice, if applicant will engage in religious
activities
--- Authorization document from relevant government agency, if applicant will engage in public
projects
--- Medical certificate (Medical examination must have been done within 90 days from visa
application day)
--- Invitation Letter from the organization/ministry you work with in Mozambique, indicating
applicant's position, expected period of stay in Mozambique
--- Proof of accommodation/housing in Mozambique
--- Proof that applicant has enough fund to return to his/her home country after finishing
his/her work in Mozambique (Ex. Copy of returning ticket, a letter of guarantee from
organization/company that applicant works for to assure of his/her returning)
***When applicant works for public projects, relevant government agencies can exempt for this
from this fund, but if applicant is not capable of proving having enough funds for returning
expense, the Immigration Bureau may request to pay deposit money.
