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Requirements for Work Visa Application

Please prepare all the documents using English or Portuguese language.

Visa application for this category of visa is limited for “Single entry visa/ Ordinary processing option.”
Once you enter Mozambique, please visit a local Immigration office to apply for residence card for long-

term stay qualification.

O Passport
* More than 6 months of validity from the planned entry date to Mozambique is required.

* Required at least 4 consecutive blank pages counting from the left side of the page as page 1.

O Copy of passport ID page in color

O 1 Application Form
e Please be sure to use blue or black ballpoint pen and use the same signature that appears on

your passport when you sign on the visa application form.

O 1 Passport size Photograph
e Size approximately in 3.5cm*4.5¢cm, can either be in color or black & white print.

e No need to submit photo after 2nd visa application in the same year.

OFlight booking confirmation/Travel plan (Round-trip ticket)
e The copy of E-ticket or reservation confirmation from airline companies or travel agency. Make
sure that the copy of E-ticket or reservation confirmation has reference/confirmation numbers.

e Submitting a copy of one-way itinerary is also acceptable.

O Copy of Yellow Card
* Required to submit a copy of Yellow Card (International Certificate of Vaccination, against
Yellow Fever) depending on your travel route.

* Please refer to "General Information” to learn if you are required to submit a copy of yellow card.

Olnvitation letter (from affiliated ministry/company/ organization in Mozambique) and Recommendation

letter from Japan/Korea/Australia/New Zealand side

O Police Record Certificate

® Police Record Certificate issued by the countries of the nationality of visa applicant and by the
countries that visa applicant had lived for longer than 1 year in the past.

e This document will be returned to the visa applicant after document processing by the Embassy
is completed. For this document processing by the Embassy is 6000 yen, in addition to the visa
application fee.

® For the information of preparing Police Record Certificate, please refer to “Document

Authentication.”

O Medical certificate



® Medical examination must have been done within 90 days before visa application day, and the
certificate has to have a signature of the medical doctor and/or the official stamp of the medical
institution.

O Transfer statement for visa application fee

When a visa applicant is Non-Japanese, Non-South Korean, Non-Australian, nor Non-New Zealand

Passport holder, please additionally submit the following documents.

O Bank Statement Certificate of the visa applicant or the visa sponsor of the visa applicant
® The period of validity of Bank Certificate is for one month from the date of issue.

® The balance must be more than 300,000 Yen or equivalent amount in another currency.

O Document to prove your residency or long term stay status in Japan, South Korea, Australia, or in

New Zealand

e Example: copy of valid Residence card(Zairyu card in Japan), Alien card, copy of Long-term

stay visa issued by the authority of the country of residence of the visa applicant.
